Gretel Dowdeswell studied with Hamish Milne at the Royal Academy of Music, and with
Andras Schiff and Gyorgy Kurtag at the International Musicians¹ Seminar,
Prussia Cove. She now enjoys a busy and varied career as a chamber-music
pianist and solo recitalist.

As a founder member of the Gould Piano Trio (1987-98), she performed
worldwide, and won major competitions including the 1990 Charles Hennen
Concours, the 1991 Melbourne International Chamber Music Competition and the
1993 Vittorio Gui Competition, Firenze.

Much of Gretel’s time is devoted to particular chamber-music ensembles.  In
her long-established duo with cellist Alice Neary, she has played across the
UK, including concerts at the Wigmore Hall and South Bank Centre.  More
recently, she has partnered pianist Alexander Taylor in the piano duo
repertoire, and also continues to perform trios, quartets and quintets. She
broadcasts frequently on BBC Radio 3, and has championed much new or
unfamiliar repertoire.

In addition to her solo and chamber music commitments, Gretel is resident
pianist at the International Musicians¹ Seminar, Prussia Cove. She is also a
regular guest at the annual IMS Open Chamber Music.

Future engagements include performances of the complete Beethoven Piano
Sonatas in a series of concerts beginning in April 2003 in association with
Brunel University Arts Centre, and Artist-in-Residence at the 2003
Presteigne Festival.
