Since the O Duo’s debut performance at St. martin-in-the-Fields in 2000, Owen Gunnell and Oliver Cox have been performing recitals in music clubs all over the UK and double concertos in some of this country’s top concert halls. The two members of the duo, scholars at the Royal College of Music, graduated last year with first class honours.
Their repertoire, which spans 400 years is a mix of popular classics and highly accessible contemporary music. They have performed their arrangement of Vivaldi’s Double Violin Concerto with numerous orchestras including the Locrian Symphony Orchestra. In addition they have broadcast regularly for Radio 3 and BBC Scotland. On television, their winning performance at the BBC Young Musician of Year Percussion Final in 2000 was shown on BBC 2. Their concerto appearances include performances with the BBC Philharmonic Orchestra and the Philharmonia.

They have appeared at the Edinburgh Festival Fringe in 2002 and 2003, being nominated ‘Pick of the Fringe’ in both years and winning ‘Best Music Act at the Fringe’ in 2003.

The Duo also holds several awards in music education and work regularly for London Musici and the Philharmonia. They often combine their concert work with exciting and original workshops for people of all ages.
