Heath Quartet
The Heath Quartet's reputation as an exciting and innovative ensemble has grown since its formation in 2002. Their committed and honest playing has been rewarded by success in The Royal Overseas League Competition, The Terence Weil Memorial Prize and The Nossek Prize. In 2005 they were selected from the most outstanding young chamber groups in the UK to win the prestigious Philharmonia/Martin Music Scholarship Ensemble Award. A debut recital in The Purcell Room formed part of the prize. 

As a group they believe in presenting unfamiliar works to new audiences, and their flair for communication brings new energy to established masterpieces. Actively enthusiastic about performing contemporary music, they have worked with Louis Andreissen on his first string quartet, 'Facing Death', and Hans Abrahamsen on his second string quartet - an event broadcast live on Radio 3 from The Royal Albert Hall. 

A strong affinity with programmatic music enriches their performances. Their eclectic repertoire includes contemporary and traditional South African music. Their acclaimed performances of Czech works by Janacek and Smetana have rewarded them with enthusiastic support from The Dvorak Society of London. 

During their career together The Heath Quartet has enjoyed studying with many eminent artists, including Dr. Christopher Rowland, members of the Smetana, Oslo, Endellion, Lindsey, Fitzwilliam and Sorrell Quartets. 

Oliver Heath (violin) was awarded a scholarship to study at the Purcell School.  Whilst there he was a member of the National Youth Orchestra and leader of both the Purcell School Symphony Orchestra and Stoneleigh Youth Orchestra.  He then spent four years studying with Yossi Zivoni at the Royal Northern College of Music where he was awarded a IIi Hons degree.  He is currently in his first year of post-graduate study with Jan Repko.  He has participated in master classes with Lewis Kaplan and Eric Rosenblith.

Kate Lindon (violin) (Bmus(hons)RNCM, PGdipRNCM) was awarded a scholarship to study at the Purcell School with Felicity Lipman during which time she was also a member of the National Youth Orchestra of Great Britain. In 2000 she was given an entrance award to study as an undergraduate with Yossi Zivoni at the RNCM and continued with him as a postgraduate with the help of the Laurin and Arthur Glaze Trust Scholarship. She is currently studying with Jan Repko on the Mmus course at the RNCM for which she was awarded a large bursary. During her studies she was also awarded The Goldberg Fellowship in both 2002 and 2003 to go to the International Musical Arts Institute, Maine, USA, an intensive chamber music festival run by Eric Rosenblith, NEC. She has had masterclasses with Kazuki Sawa, Anthony Marwood, Stephanie Gonley and Peter Thomas.

Gary Pomeroy (viola) began studying the violin when he was 6 years old, changing to viola when he was 16. He was awarded distinctions in Grade 8 examinations for both instruments, 1995 and 1998 respectively. In 2001 he was awarded an Associated Board (of the Royal Schools of Music) international scholarship to study at the Royal Northern College at an undergraduate level.  In 2004 he was placed on the Halle’s Professional Access Scheme. In June 2005, he was placed third in the Viola Prize competition, and was awarded the ABRSM/Macklin Bursary towards postgraduate study at the RNCM.

Christopher Murray (cello) studied at Chetham's School of Music between 1999 and 2001 and at the RNCM from 2001 to 2005, with Hannah Roberts and Gregor Horsch. He was a member of the National Youth Orchestra (1999-2001) and Pro Corda (1997-1999). He graduated from the RNCM with a first class Bmus(hons) degree in 2005, and is currently embarked upon a 1 year PGDip course. He has participated in masterclasses with Ralph Kirshbaum, Raphael Wallsifch, Karine Georgian, Benjamin Zander and Dmitri Yablonski. 
He is the recipient of the Edith Robinson Scholarship, and has also been awarded by the Musician's Benevolent Fund, The Martin Musical Trust and The Countess of Munster Musical Trust. 
He was the 2003 winner of the Barbirolli Prize (the RNCM's highest award for 'cellists).
